District of Columbia deadline for registering for the November 2 election is October 4, 2010





Voting is one of the important ways you have of influencing the world around you – the social climate and the resources that are available to you. We must elect officials who represent our interests.  





People with disabilities often are not represented well in elections. We are 15% less likely to be registered and 30% less likely to vote.  





Without the backing of voters, many mental health advocacy efforts are bound to fall short.  








It is your right as a citizen of DC
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You can vote if you are:


A United States Citizen  


Live in the District of Columbia  


At least 18 years old on or before the next election  


Not in jail on a felony conviction  


Have not been judged "mentally incompetent" in a court of law, and 


Do not claim the right to vote anywhere outside DC

YOUR VOTE COUNTS





Consumers who have never cast a ballot give two reasons for not participating in this basic function of our democracy. 





(1) Consumers mistakenly believe they are not allowed to vote, or 





(2) Nobody has ever asked them to register to vote. 





Each year, 44 million Americans will experience a diagnosable mental health problem. If even a fraction of these individuals were mobilized, they could form a powerful voting bloc.  





Any person, regardless of his or her disability status, has the right to register to vote at any office or agency that provides such a service.  





DC Board of Elections should be able to accommodate any special need.
